* Commission goal to spend $750,000 on Pilot Projects in 2019

* Robust outreach and equitable community engagement

* Commission passed eight principles to guide project selection



Eight Guiding Principles

The SKCF will:

* be used to fund projects in the South King County area;

e prioritize community input to inform Port decision making;
e support Port equity policies and practices;

 provide added benefit;

e prioritize projects that are ready to proceed;

* build on established programs and commitments to fulfill current
obligations;

* promote innovation;
e encourage matching funds where possible.

e Equitable infrastructure investments (sidewalks, etc.)
